Representative, One faculty member, preferably NCC in-charge, NSS Programme

Officer and a Cultural Expert.

@ Regional Directorate wil allocate the proportionate numhber of volunteers
to the tniversities as per their volunteers strength from the Pre RO allocation to
the state. University should Invite 5 Umes more than the number allocated to
them at university/State level, Compasition of the Selection Committee should
have the vepresentatives of University, SNO, Regional Directerate, Para medical,
